For over two hundred years Liverpool was one of the world’s greatest seaports. Today it remains Britain’s largest west coast port and continues to offer shipping services to many parts of the world.

The merseyside maritime museum tells the story of one of the largest ports and people who used it. For many, it was a gatway to new life in other counties.The museum's collections reflect the international importance of Liverpool, the city including its role in the transatlantic slave trade and emigration.The maritime archives and library contains one of the greatest collections of the merchant marine . 
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
